SAMPFORD PEVERELL, BURLISCOMBE, AND HALBERTON INCLOSURE
We, the Commissioners appointed for carrying into execution an act, passed in the last session pf parliament, intitled “an act for inclosing commons and waste lands in the parishes of Sampford Peverell, Burliscombe, and Halberton, in the county of Devon,” do hereby give notice, That we have perambulated the  boundaries of several commons and waste lands known by the several names of Sampford Moor, Leonard Moor, and Goosemoor, intended to be divided, allotted, and inclosed, under the authority of the said act, and set or marked out the boundaries thereof; and have also set or marked out on Leonard Moor the boundaries there of the several parishes of Burliscombe and Halberton; and that we shall hold our SECOND MEETING, for executing the powers vested on us by the said act, on Monday the 17th day of July next, at eleven o’clock in the afternoon, at the house of William Taylor, known by the sign of the King’s Head in Sampford Peverell aforesaid. And we do hereby also give notice, and appoint, that at such our second meeting, (and not afterwards, unless for some special reason, to be allowed by us) all persons, and bodies corporate or politic, having or making any claims which may affect the said several boundaries so set or marked out, or any of the, or any part thereof, or who shall have or claim any common, or other right to or in any or either of the said commons or waste lands, shall deliver or cause to be delivered to us an account, or schedule, in writing, signed by them, or their respective husbands, guardians, trustees, committees, or agents of such their respective rights or claims; therein describing the commons and wastelands in and upon which, and the respective messuages, lands, tenements, and hereditaments, in respect whereof they shall respectively claim to be entitledto any, and which of such rights; with the name or names of the person or persons in the actual possession of such  messuages, lands, tenements, or hereditaments;  and the particular computed quantities of the same respectively; and of what nature and extent such rights respectively are; and also, in what rights, and for what estates and interests they claim the same respectively, distinguishing the freehold from the copyhold or leasehold; or, on non-compliance therewith, every of them of them making default therein will, as far as respects any claim so neglected to be delivered, be totally barred and excluded of and from all right and title in and upon such commons and waste lands, and of and from all benefit and advantage in or any share or allotment thereof.
