Note. 2. _Where upon the hearing of any case before the Court, the Court shall order the prisoner to be removed pursuant to the Act 5, Geo. 4 .c.61 s.13, those Creditors only will be entitled to oppose the discharge of each prisoner at the hearing, which will take place in the country in pursuance of such orders, who appeared to oppose before the Court on the day, when such order was made or gave notice of opposition for that day, and those upon who the notices were not duly served for the hearing on that day.
