FIRE AT SAMPFORD PEVERELL. -  We regret to state that about one o’clock on the morning of Sunday last, (the 26th inst) it was discovered that the Globe Inn, Sampford Peverell, near Tiverton, in this county, was on fire, which raged with great violence, and spread so rapidly from one end of the house to the other, that had not the discovery been fortunately made at the time it was, there is reason to fear in ten minutes the inmates must have been burnt in their beds. The house of Mr. R. Shackwell, adjoining; as well as the other adjacent houses and premises, were in the most imminent danger. Fortunately however, the wind blew from the West, as had it blown from any other quarter, the destruction, it may be feared, would have been much greater than it is as present.
An express was dispatched Tiverton, requesting the assistance of an engine, which was afforded with all promptitude, but two hours having elapsed, from the first discovery of the fire, It was too late to save the Inn, which is totally destroyed, as well as the furniture, &c, the very wearing apparel of the inmates being burnt.

Fortunately the house and furniture were insured.
