Persons disposed to Contract for making and completing a correct FIELD APPORTIONMENT of the RENT CHARGES awarded and payable in lieu of the Great and Small Tithes of the said Parish, are requested also to send Sealed Tenders , free of expense, on or before the 24th day of APRIL next, to the said Henry Ellis, marked “Tender for Apportioning the Tithes of Sampford Peverell,” stating the price per Acre for which the will agree to complete the same, and the time required after the Book of Reference is placed in their hands; also what price per Acre they will make a new POOR’S RATE. Two Apportioners will be chosen will be chosen. The above prices are to include all papers and parchments required, and all attendance at the Land-owners’ Meetings when necessary.
  No money will be paid to the Mapper or Apportioner until the Map, Copies, and Books of Reference and the Apportionment has been confirmed by the Tithe Commissioners.
