Melancholy and Fatal Accident on the Bristol and Exeter Railway. – An inquest was held before R.R.Crease, Esq., at Sampford Peverell, on Friday last, on the body of a carpenter, named James Farr, who was killed about quarter past ten p.m. on the 4th instant, by the mail train. It appeared from the evidence that the deceased, who resided at the above named place, had attended Cullompton fair on the day of the sad occurrence, and departed there from very much the worse for liquor, in the company of some friends whom he left at the Halfway House in Willand. Deceased, on taking leave of his friends here, sated that he proposed going home a nearer way (which would compel him to walk a quarter of a mile up the line) then the road. He was, however, strongly urged to go home by the road, but unfortunately without success – and early the next morning the unfortunate man was found by a packer about a quarter of a mile above the Tiverton Junction Station, by the upside of the railway, with his skull very much fractured and the small toes of the left foot cut off. Death must have been instantaneous. The jury returned a verdict of “Accidental Death”. The deceased left a wife and child to deplore his untimely end.
