EAST DEVON COUNTY SCHOOL.- The Midsummer examination at this school took place on Friday last.
Amongst those present were – rev. Prebendary Brereton, Rev. C.S. Bere, Rev Canon Girdlestone (Halberton), Rev. H.S. Berkeley (Halberton), Rev. J.F.Alleyne (Kentisbeare), Rev. R.J. Dunn (Huntsham), Huntsham, T.D. Ackland, Esq. R.H. Clarke, Esq. (Bridwell)  J.C. New,Esq. (Uffculme), E.S.Drewe, Esq. (Broadhembury),  Messrs T.Pearce and R.Pearce (Uplowman), S.W. Watson (headmaster of the school), T.Merson (Kytton Barton), James Hewett, John Hewett, John Beedell, John Bowden, Burrough, Jennings, Collins, and Fisher (Sampford) R. Cotterell, J. Stone, J. Thorn, and W. Mallet (Uffculme), Longman (Hockworthy) and Pullen (Exeter), &c,  The course of instruction at the school includes the following:
The Scriptures; English, including reading; writing; writing from dictation, and spelling, grammar, and analysis, composition, geography, and history; mathematics, including arithmetic, algebra, Euclid, and the higher branches, (booking and land surveying are also taught to those who desire them); French; vocal Music and drawing. The following subjects are also taught at extra charge: Classics (Latin and Greek), German, and instrumental music. The terms for boarders are:- Boys above thirteen, twenty-five guineas per annum; boys below thirteen, twenty guineas; day boys, if nominated, five guineas; if not nominated, six guineas. The work of the boys is tested by examinations held at the end of each quarter, in which some of the gentry and clergy of the neighbourhood generally take part. Her Majesty’s Inspector, the Rev W. Howard, also gives an annual inspection. Twp scholarships have just been founded, to be competed for by boys who have been at least six months in the school; one founded by Sir T.D. Ackland, Bart.,of £5 for two years, the other by the Rev. C.S.Bere, of £5 for one year. Prizes of books are also awarded to those who distinguish themselves at the examinations. The result of the examination on Friday is as follows:- Firs class – 1st prize, with Sir Thomas Dyke Ackland’s scholarship, Edward Wilmet (Land and the Book); 2nd prize, with Rev. C.S.Bere’s scholarship, John Burrough (Longfellow’s peoems), both the books were very handsomely bound; 3rd prize, Samuel Longman for general proficiency (Stanley’s Sinai and Palestine). Second Class – 4th and 5th prizes, Robert Pearce Natural History and Tom Brown’s schooldays.
The examination gave every one present the highest satisfaction. At 3 o’clock the directors, trustees, and friends of the school sat down to a dinner laid out in the schoolroom, and speeches were made by T.D. Ackland, Esq., the chairman, and the Rev. Canon Girdlestone expressive of the general approval accorded by the visitors to the management of the institution. Besides scholastic offices, there is an excellent fives-court and bathing place, which were provided at the soles expense of Rev. C.S. Bere. Also a playground adjoining the school, and a cricket and football ground near at hand
