Fat bullocks changed hands at 11s. 6d. to 15s. per score , while store stock was a slow sale at prices above those recently quoted. Shorn wethers made 8½d. ; ewes, 7½d. to 8d. per lb., and store hogs 45s. to 55s. each. 

Mr, Knowlman, of Culmstock, sold shorn fat wethers at 67s., fat ewes in the wool 74s. 6d., store hogs 55s. each, fat beasts 14s. per score, and cows and calves £16 5s. –
Mr. John Sayer, of Tiverton, disposed of barreners at £14 10s. to £15 5s., young steers £14 10s. each, and cows and calves £15 to £18 15s.-

Messrs. Ayre Bros. and Crocker, of Tiverton and Crediton, received the largest share of patronage, 150 sheep, forty-five fat bullocks, and twenty-five store stock being placed in their hands for sales, and nearly the whole went off at the prices given below. The steers belonging to Mr. Cook, thirteen in number, and fine barreners, the property of the same gentleman, averaged £28, the highest price realised being £32. Fat bullocks belonging to other fetched £18 to £26, heifers and calves £17 to £22, barreners £17 and upwards. Fat hogs made 58s. to 66s., barren ewes 62s., single couples 80s. to 88s., store hogs 47s. and upwards
